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Uniform plays a valuable role in contributing to the ethos of a school and setting an appropriate
tone. Our uniform instils pride; supports positive behaviour and discipline; encourages identity with,
and support for, school ethos; ensures students of all races and backgrounds feel welcome; protects
children from social pressures to dress in a particular way; nurtures cohesion and promotes good
relations between different groups of students.

The Seahaven Academy student dress code is fair and reasonable, and the uniform chosen, is
practical, comfortable, appropriate and affordable. All our students are expected to conform to the
dress code. We consider our requirements to be reasonable and therefore we do expect parental
support.

Our requirements are as follows:

e Uniform black blazer

e Uniform orange, black and grey tie

e Uniform jumper (optional) with orange piping or new grey jumper with logo

e Uniform formal black trousers or uniform black "Charleston" style skirt (knee length)
e  White formal shirt worn tucked in with the top button done up

e Black formal shoes (plain, no trainers, boots, branded shoes or cloth shoes)

e School coat (no hoodies)

e Black socks or tights

Students must wear their uniform at all times in a smart, presentable manner, including to and from
school. Uniform items must be worn as intended and outdoor coats should be removed on entering
the building. Blazers should be worn around the school site at all times, unless permission is given to
remove them.

Please note — The Seahaven Academy PE Department is passionate about students enjoying PE
lessons. At certain times in the year students will be expected to do PE outside and potentially in
cold, wet and windy conditions.

Dress Code

Hairstyles — extreme hairstyles, bleaches or dyes that are in clear contrast to natural hair colours are
not acceptable or considered part of school uniform. Shaved patterns or insignia are also not part of
uniform. Students presenting with such haircuts will be sent home and advised to dye hair back to a
natural hair colour or have hair cut to a consistent length to remove the patterns or insignia.

e Make up - If worn, make up must be discreet in natural colours

o Jewellery — One stud or sleeper per ear and a watch. Clear retainers should be worn for
facial piercings. Tattoos are not permitted

e Nail varnish and false nails are not permitted

Equipment

To ensure students are prepared for lessons students they are expected to bring to school, The

Students who do not have the correct equipment will receive a 10-minute same day detention.
